ONDC in 'serious discussions' with Amazon, Flipkartto join the network

The Open Network for Digital 
Commerce (ONDC), a govern­
ment-backed e-commerce plat· 
form, has received a prellmiDII}' 
on-boarding commitment tram 
as many as 125 1tartup1, lnclud· 
ing high-growth businesses and 
unicorns. such as Zerodba, 
EaseMyTrip. and Cars24. 

These companies - includ· 
ing the likes of OfBusiness, 
Winzo, Livspace, GlobalBees, 
Pristyn Care, Physics Wallah, and 
Policybazaar - signed letters of 
intent on Frldayduring an. event 
organised by the Department for 
Promotion of Industry and 
Internal Trade (DPII'O. 

Launched aver two years ago, 
ONDC looks to democratise dig­
ital commerce by creating more 
vfaibillty for product5 and se:v· 
ices, thereby generating 
additional revenue for aellers. 
The larger vision. however, Is to 
bring small. local sellczs into the 
dlgftal fold, many ofwhomhave 
never been on any digital plat­
form. The ONDC ls now fully 
operational across India, with 
more than 500,000 sellers on the 
platform. over 70 per cent of 
these are small or medium~izcd 
sellers. 

In April 2024 alone. ONDC 
facilitated around 7.22 million 
transactions. 

T Koshy, MD and CEO of 
ONDC, shared that aside rrom

reporters. 

However, it may be a while 
before e-commerce giants, such 
as Amazon and Flipkart, fully 
integrate with the network. 
According to Koshy, established 
players will haw to make adjust­
mencs before they int.egrate with 
ONDC and since Amazon and 
Flipkart are large platforms with 
their own existing setups, 
mi&r•tin& to a new system and 
network will take time. 

The government bu pre­
viously clarified that ONDC 
threatens nobody, and only 
unlock& and opena the doors of 
opportunity. Even the big e-com­
merce companies should not feel 
threatened. 

Companies intending to 
adopt the ONDC architecture 
believe that the network's reach 
In tier m and 11maller cities will 
allow them co cater to consumers 
in these remote markets. Atul 
Mehta, CEO of Domestic 
Shipping at Shlprocket, a logis­
tics unicorn. said: "Unlike tradi­
tional e-commerce platforms, 
ONDC allows us to publish the 
catalogues of our sellers as well, 
leading to an increase in their 
orders across the country. The 
netwOl'k allows sellers visibility 
acroas all buyer apps integrated 
with ONDC, they do not need to 
hop from one platform to 
another.~

On Thursday. the telco 
reported a net loss of 
t7,674.6 crore, widening 
19.5 per cent in the fourth 
quarter (January-March) 
ofF'l2.4 from t'6,418.9 crore 
in the corresponding 
quarter of FY23 as a result 
ot higher apenses and 
stalling revenue. 

The telco's finance cost 
increa&ed to ( 6,280.3 crore 
in Q4, 1bootl:og up 25.5 per 
cent from t'6.284 crore in 
the same quaner of the 
previous year. 

For FY24, net loss 
expanded to W,238 crore, 
up 6.6 per cent from 
129,301 crore in FY23.
